GUEST SERVICES:

HURRICANE HARBOR WATER PARK: Water park admission is not included with theme park admission. An additional fee applies. Purchase online or at the gate on the day of your visit. Hurricane Harbor is available
complimentarily with 2024 Platinum and Diamond Season Passes. Additional fee applies for 2024 Gold Season Passes and one-day tickets. See ticket details on your pass or ticket voucher to see whether Hurricane
Harbor is included.

FIRST AID: First Aid Stations are located on Main Street 1776 and in Hurricane Harbor Water Park near Cabana Beach. Over-the-counter medications are available for purchase in most gift shops.

GUEST RELATIONS: Park Ambassadors are on duty to assist guests with information, purchasing tickets and reviewing existing orders at any ticket window, located outside the main gate at the front of the park.
HEIGHT MEASUREMENT: For your convenience, a courtesy height check is available at the Six Flags Upgrade Center, located outside the main gate at the front of the park.

LOCKERS: Lockers are available for all-day or single-use on Main Street 1776.*

LOST & FOUND: Lost items should be reported on our website under the “Help” menu. Select “Lost & Found” and complete the online report with as much detail as possible. Please follow all ride policies, securing loose
articles before entering a ride. Six Flags is not responsible for lost, stolen or damaged items.

LOST PARENTS: Parents and children separated from their group are encouraged to visit the Lost Parents Facility located inside First Aid on Main Street 1776.

PACKAGE PICK-UP: No need to carry your purchases through the park all day! Buy now and pick up later at Flags Emporium on Main Street 1776.

STROLLER & WHEELCHAIR RENTAL: Strollers and wheelchairs (manual and motorized) are available to rent on a first-come, first-served basis at the Six Flags Upgrade Center, located outside the main gate at the
front of the park.*

CARD AND MOBILE PAYMENTS PROGRAM: To minimize Guest contact, the park has multiple Cash to a Card kiosks located throughout the park allowing you to convert your cash to a card with no fee. Leftover
funds can be used anywhere Mastercard is accepted.

Because Six Flags is a family park, we expect guests to behave appropriately. Unruly, disruptive or offensive behavior, including line-jumping and profanity, is strictly prohibited and
will not be tolerated. Violating our park policies may be cause for ejection from the park without refund. For more information, please review the park policies below.

MASK POLICY: Six Flags follows the latest CDC, local and state guidance. See in-park signage for the latest guidance.

GOOD BEHAVIOR: Guests are here to have a good time and are expected to behave in an appropriate family-friendly manner. Unruly, disruptive or offensive behavior, including line-
jumping/holding places in line, use of profanity, abusive language or gestures will not be tolerated.

DRESS CODE: To ensure all guests visiting Six Flags America can enjoy their visit, and in keeping with our family-friendly environment, as well as for health and safety reasons, Six
Flags maintains and enforces a dress code. Guests should dress casually and comfortably as is appropriate for the local weather. Park guests must wear proper attire, such as shirts,
shorts/pants, and appropriate footwear, at all times.

Six Flags America reserves the right to deny admission to or remove anyone whose attire does not comply with the Guest Dress Code or could detract from the experience of other
guests, if the guest refuses all reasonable options. Guests requiring special accommodations should speak to a member of the Public Safety management team upon arrival at Six
Flags America. See Park Policies at SixFlags.com for more details.

LINE JUMPING: Line jumping is strictly prohibited. Guests are not permitted to save places in line for other guests, or exit the line and return to the previous position, for any reason.
NO SMOKING: Smoking, including electronic cigarettes (e-cigarettes), is prohibited everyone in the park except in the smoking area behind the Grand Theatre near Shipwreck Falls.
This area is defined by blue benches and a blue line. Smoking of any kind is prohibited in all other areas of the park.

RESTRICTIONS: Outside food, beverages, alcoholic beverages, coolers and pets (other than service animals) are not allowed. All guests enter through metal detection and inspection
areas. ltems that are not permitted in the Park must be returned to your vehicle. No loose articles such as cameras and cell phones are allowed on rides. Guests are not permitted in
restricted areas, which include ride and backstage areas.

PARK RE-ENTRY: Guests who wish to return to the park on the same day require a handstamp for re-entry. Six Flags reserves the right to change this policy without prior notice.
PHOTOGRAPHY: By entering the Park, Guests grant Six Flags the right to film, video, record and photograph guest on Park property and use such footage or photography for any
reason without payment or consideration. All Six Flags rides, shows and attractions are protected by copyright. Guests must have written permission to use photographs and/or
videotape of Six Flags images for commercial broadcasting, advertising, marketing or publishing in any medium.

PURCHASE OF ALCOHOL: A state-issued ID is required for all alcohol purchases. Only one drink per person will be sold at a time. Alcoholic drinks are not permitted in ride stations
or queue lines.

SELFIE STICKS, MONOPODS & SIMILAR DEVICES: Selfie sticks, monopods and similar devices are not allowed inside Six Flags parks. Guests who bring selfie sticks to the park
will be asked to store them in their cars during their visit.

BREASTFEEDING: Breastfeeding is allowed anywhere in the park. For more privacy when nursing or pumping, please visit our First Aid station on Main Street 1776 for
accommodation.

LOOSE ARTICLES: Loose articles are not permitted on most rides and should be left with non-riders or secured in lockers. Cell phones are not permitted on rides. Six Flags and its
employees are not responsible for lost or stolen items. Fanny packs must not interfere with ride restraint systems and are not permitted on certain rides.
